Recent Research on the Book of Job

Abstract: Since the nineteenth century, historical-critical
approaches have solved many historical, textual and cultural
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questions concerning the Book of Job. A number of misconceptions
have been rectified yet many still remain unsolved. Scholars, thus,
have to find a common ground on a number of issues concerning
the Book of Job, for example, the unity of the book. In recent
Joban scholarship, the interest has moved from concerns of the
traditional critical approaches to the hermeneutical issues. Most
scholars respect the final form of Job and try to make sense of the
present arrangement. Scholars are fascinated with the significance
of difference and contradiction in the Book of Job under the
influence of modemity and post-modernity. Reception theory has
been a hot topic in literary studies in recent years. The interest in
. reception history has also caught the attention in Joban study. This
article presents the debates and trends of Joban scholarship over
the past two to three decades.
