Fiorenza’'s Contribution to Feminist Hermeneutics

Abstract: As a leading figure in feminist hermeneutics,

Fiorenza has been very active in introducing, interpreting and
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EBXEFEHAR-ENR

practicing feminist hermeneutics, and has contributed a lot in
constructing the theories of feminist hermeneutics. She has put
forward four basic strategies of feminist hermeneutics:
hermeneutics of suspicion, hermeneutics of proclamation,
hermeneutics of remembrance and hermeneutics of creative
actualization. On the basis of the four strategies, she has
developed a set of systematic interpreting methods in light of
various literary theories, and based on her teaching experience,
she has done a lot of practice in the interpretation of the New
Testament, which has promoted the interaction of feminist
hermeneutics and literary theories.
