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At the preface it is written that it is well-known that the Sunnah of prophet (PBUH) came as an interpretation of the Glorious Qur’an. Moreover, we know that Allah has promised to keep His Book safe. Being an interpretation of the Glorious Qur’an, the Sunnah of the prophet (PBUH) is included under the umbrella of this Divine Promise. Taking the consideration that the prophet (PBUH) does not speak of his own desire; it is only an Inspiration from Allah, it goes without saying that his noble Ahadith contain many cosmic and scientific facts that have been reached by man only in the modern age. “Thus, the Sunnah follows the Qur’an in being a repository of evidences that compel the mind of modern man to accept the prophet’s words and message as true”.
In this book Prof. El-Naggar attempts to trace the miraculous nature of some Ahadith from a scientific perspective so as to pave the Sunnah’s way into the hearts of Muslims and non-Muslims as well. After few pages in his introduction El-Naggar came to say “the prophet (PBUH) told us that the number of the prophets sent by Allah, the Almighty is one hundred and twenty thousand from whom Allah has chosen three hundred and fifteen Messengers. Unfortunately, of all the Messages that those Messengers brought, we have only some remnants of the Moses’ and Jesus’ Messages (PBUT)”. He follows up saying “Moses’ Message was subject to large distortion at the hands of the Rabbis. It is enough to say that what is nowadays known as the Old Testament was written down eight centuries or more after the death of Moses. Moreover, a lot of spurious chapters and forged stories were added to the Old Testament to purchase a trivial price with them as Allah Almighty says (Al-Baqarah: 79&159). What was left by Allah’s prophet (‘Isa) Jesus was also written down more than a century after he had risen to the heavens. A number of anonymous people, in different places throughout the earth, and at different times, wrote his account. These remnants of Jesus (PBUH) are still being amended until now by means of deleting, adding and changing”.
El-Naggar says “in our attempt to fully understand the scientific signs in the Glorious Qur’an as well as in the Sunnah of the prophet (PBUH), we need to completely comprehend their meanings in Arabic, and to delve into their connotations and the reason behind their revelation, as well as to see them in the light of the general principles and comprehensive objects of Islam”.
While writing about the studies of the schools of orientalism El-Naggar comments “due to their bias and subjectivity, these studies, in most cases, are far from being objective and balanced. Therefore, most of the works of orientalists are filled with hatred, self-conceit and superiority”.  He follows up “in this oriental war, all attempts to derogate the Glorious Qur’an came to nothing. Therefore, they now orient their evil arrows of doubt towards the Noble Sunnah in an organized attack”. He then explains their way telling “they claim that the Sunnah was not written down during the lifetime of the prophet (PBUH) as he (PBUH) prohibited it to be written so as to keep the Glorious Qur’an safe from being mixed with the Noble Sunnah. In this regard, conniving orientalists are quite sure that the Noble Sunnah constitutes the second source of Islamic Law and the link between the different generations of the Muslims Ummah on one side, and between them and the prophet (PBUH) on the other. Thus, they are quite sure that shedding doubt on the authenticity of the Sunnah means doubting Islam itself and pulling down one of its basic pillars”.
Prof. El-Naggar says “to disprove this claim I have chosen a number of prophet’s Ahadith that contain scientific signs; that provide scientific facts discovered by man only in the last few years. Such signs are sufficient to refute the above-mentioned false claim”.

The book has four chapters contains four categories i.e. universe and creation (13 hadith), plants (5 hadith), man’s health (6 hadith), and Arabian Peninsula (4 hadith). In each chapter the hadith is translated into English and followed by explanation. As an example I my quote little from the 5th hadith in the first chapter; the hadith is about eclipse: a sign of Allah’s power. Abu Mas’ud narrated that Allah’s Messenger (PBUH) said: “the sun and the moon do not eclipse because of someone’s death but they are two signs amongst the signs of Allah. Whenever you see these eclipses invoke Allah, pray, exclaim, “Allah is the Most Great” and give charity”. After explaining the hadith and the eclipses in a scientific way El-Naggar comes to say “this means that they are two cosmic phenomena, which frequently occur, regardless of the death or life (i.e. birth) of anyone, contrary to what people used to claim in the Arab Peninsula and other parts of the world.” Then he explains extensively every single word and meaning of the hadith to affirm its accurate scientific facts which the prophet knows fourteen hundred years ago. To conclude that it is an explicit proof of prophet’s Divine Message. (Saber)
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
