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At the Introduction Al-Omar says “We should know that the only way for our salvation in this life and in the hereafter is to know, for sure, our Lord who created us, believe in Him, and worship Him Alone. We should also know our Prophet whom Allah had sent to us and to mankind, believe in him and follow him. We should know the religion of truth which our Lord has commanded us to believe in, and practice it”. This book treats the above basic and great subjects basing the explanations on the Noble Qur’an and Sunnah (Hadith). Al-Omar emphasizes that not only has he dropped blind imitation, which has already misled a large number of people before, but he has also discussed about quite a number of deviated sects which still pretend to be the right path, although they have gone far astray.
The book has five chapters; in the first chapter Al-Omar discusses “How to know Allah the Great Creator” he discusses the raison D’etre for the creation of mankind, Jinni and others. He also discusses resurrection, Day of Judgment, retribution, paradise and hell. In this chapter he says that “the wise believers in Allah did not see Him, but they knew Him by clear evidences showing His Existence and proving that He is the creator and Sustainer of all creatures”, he follows up giving some evidences saying “The universe, mankind and life are all created objects, with a limited scope of existence. Every incidental and dependent object is created, and thus, must have a creator”.  He follows that with eight more evidences. 
In the second chapter Al-Omar discusses “Knowing the Messenger” and “Rational and Qur’anic evidences that the Qur’an is the Revelation of Allah”. In this regard he writes that “Both Moses and Jesus (PBUT) announced the glad tidings of Prophet Muhammad’s coming. These tidings were clear in more than 40 verses of the Old Testament and the Bible, but the Jews and Christians perverted and changed these books”, he follows up saying that “Allah endowed Muhammad (PBUH) by the following favors which characterized him over all Prophets; first: Muhammad is the Seal Prophet and Prophet will be sent after him, second: his message is a universal and common message. Allah sent him to all nations and not to a special nation or clan”.
In the third chapter Al-Omar discusses “how to know the religion of truth, what is Islam, the Pillars of Islam…faith, Islam the perfect religion? After a long textual discussion Al-Omar came to say to be a true monotheist, it is not enough to utter the testimony of Islam, but, it is essential for a Muslim to be aware of the meaning of this testimony and behave accordingly. Then he follows up explaining extensively the Pillars of Islam.
In the fourth chapter Al-Omar discusses “the method of Islam” he explores Islam and science, faith, foster bonds of friendship, self-conscientiousness and heart heedfulness of the believer, social interdependence, domestic affairs, foreign policy, freedom, family status, polygamy, hygienic problems; etc. He says the according to Islamic faith, the first commandment of Allah to man is that he must learn and acquire knowledge. He follows up saying that Islam classifies knowledge into two categories: obligatory knowledge and optional knowledge; the first is a duty on every Muslim, whether male or female i.e. the Muslim must know Allah, his messenger Prophet Muhammad and acquire knowledge concerning the fundamentals of Islam using available evidence, while the second is a collective duty. 
In the last chapter he shed lights on some erroneous conception imputed to Islam such as “the sources of Islam, the Islamic schools of thoughts, and the sects that deviated from Islam”; in this regard he says that “the offenders against Islam can be divided generally into two categories: the first category contains those who claim to be Muslims, but they disobey Islam, and commit deeds contrary to its principles... The second category contains the Orientlists, Christian Missionaries, Jews and other rancorous offenders of Islam who follow them”.  In discussing the issue of Islamic schools of thought he says “the Islamic schools of thoughts (like Hanbali, Maliki, Shafa’i, and Hanafi) are all basically based on Qur’an and Prophetic traditions, but they may differ in some subsidiary questions of jurisprudence. Each one of these four Imam taught his disciples his own methods and rules which he deduced from his studies of Qur’an and Prophetic traditions, but the four schools are all in agreement with the basis of Islamic faith and law. However it is not obligatory for a Muslim to follow the conceptions of one of these schools, but he is commanded to follow the precepts of the Qur’an and Prophetic traditions”.
This book is too basic; it is good for those who have no knowledge about Islam and for those who have false info about it. (Saber)
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
